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Lesson sequence 4: Following a Pattern-My Family





The associated powerpoint provides a variety of activities aimed at celebrating and valuing the languages of Scotland and the classroom. The powerpoint can be adapted by the class teacher to suit the needs of the particular group or class although vocabulary is provided for English, Scots, Gaelic, Polish and Urdu. The colours in the powerpoint can be changed to match the colours chosen by the class to represent their languages in previous lessons. The focus of the family brings relevance and immediacy to the topic and this familiarity will help the learner to appreciate diversity and identify similarity. A link is provided to Storlann’s talking Gaelic dictionary which will help with pronunciation!
