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Lesson sequence 5: Weaving Words


The fluid and creative nature of Scotland’s languages is explored within this lesson sequence using Liz Lochhead’s work ‘Kidspoem, Bairnsang’ as the initial stimulus. Learners will explore the meaning of the terms bilingual and multilingual within an active and creative context which will provide opportunity for celebration and performance. The genre of nursery rhyme will provide the familiar context for learners to engage with these ideas. Activities can be adapted by the class teacher using the online dictionary links to reflect the languages of their specific class. Learners will further explore issues of stereotype, identity and power which surround language in modern Scotland. Teachers can choose their lesson focus from the listed experiences and outcomes.
