Slightly longer answer

Entries for the competition should be based either on the student’s Unit Assessment or on their
preparation for that assessment. Entries consist of an audio tape or digital audio/video
recording of part of the assessment or a preparation session. Digital entries are much preferred
and are probably easier all round, try letting students use their own mobile phone. The entry
can be from 2 to 5 minutes long and will consist of either

¢ Aformal presentation on a suitable topic (likely to be shorter)

or

¢ Adiscussion with their teacher in which the teacher input consists only of very short
prompts, questions or responses (which could result in a longer response).



Judging

The entries will be assessed by a panel including SQA assessors and members of AMOPA —
Ecosse. The panel will include native speakers. Entries will be awarded a graded certificate and
an overall winner will be selected. The overall winner will receive a prize to be awarded at a
suitable time in school.

All students will be given feedback.

The deadline for entries is February 15th 2016. Feedback will be sent promptly to schools.
Prizewinners will be announced in early March.

The rules

¢ Entries will be sent in by the class teacher who will ensure that the recording was made in
exam conditions.

¢ All entries must be labelled with the entrant’s name and school.

¢ Entries can be on audio tape or file; or on digital audio/video in a suitable format.

¢ Entries can be from 2 to 5 minutes long.

¢ Deadline for entries is 15 February 2016
